cends musical boundaries with naturalness and emotion.

Kaele Jiménez, born in Medina de Rioseco (Valladolid) and only 24 years old, is emer-
ging as one of the most promising pianists on today’s flamenco and jazz scenes. A
self-taught artist with perfect pitch, he has developed a personal style that blends the
roots of flamenco with the freedom of jazz and smooth jazz. His gift for improvisation
and his creative freshness make him one of the most distinctive young voices in con-
temporary music.

El trio Colina Miralta Sambeat (CMS) es el encuentro de tres referentes absolutos del
jazz en Espana: Javier Colina al contrabajo, Marc Miralta a la bateria y Perico Sambeat
al saxo alto. Juntos construyen un lenguaje propio, en el que la complicidad, la libertad
y la excelencia técnica se combinan con una profunda sensibilidad musical.
Su debut tuvo lugar en 2007, en el Festival de Jazz de Terrassa, donde presentaron su
primer trabajo discografico. Aquel album homonimo obtuvo una nominacion a los
Premios de la Misica y marco el inicio de una trayectoria comin que los ha llevado
a actuar en escenarios de Espafa, Europa y América Latina, siempre con un sonido
inconfundible y una conexion inmediata con el publico.

Colina Miralta Sambeat (CMS) brings together three major voices in Spanish jazz: Javier
Colina (double bass), Marc Miralta (drums), and Perico Sambeat (alto saxophone). Their
trio is a meeting point of artistry, freedom, and musical depth, shaped by years of sha-
red experience and individual excellence.

CMS made its debut in 2007 at the Terrassa Jazz Festival, releasing a self-titled album
that earned a nomination at the Spanish Music Awards. That project marked the begin-
ning of an enduring collaboration, with performances across Spain, Europe, and Latin
America, and the development of a distinct and recognizable sound.

Throughout its evolution, the trio has blended bop, flamenco, Afro-Cuban, and Medi-
terranean influences, crafting a vibrant and personal approach to jazz. Their second
album, Andando, expanded this musical dialogue with a mix of original pieces and
inspired reworkings of jazz standards.

With “Danza Guana” (2014), CMS embraced a live format and delved deeper into rhyth-
mic and folk traditions, achieving a new level of expressive energy and maturity.

In 2020, the release of “15 anos” marked a celebration of their fifteen-year journey
together — a testament to the trio’s cohesion, creativity, and lasting influence on the
contemporary Spanish jazz scene.

Daniel Garcia se ha consolidado como una de las voces mas originales del jazz espanol
contemporaneo. Tras el lanzamiento de Wonderland (ACT, 2024), su Gltimo disco a trio,
ha seguido expandiendo las fronteras del género con una intensa actividad en Europa.
Nacido en Salamanca en 1983, crecio en una familia de musicos y estudio en el Conser-
vatorio Superior de Castilla y Ledn antes de obtener una beca para Berklee College of
Music (Boston), donde fue discipulo de Danilo Pérez, quien influyo decisivamente en su
desarrollo artistico.

Su masica fusiona la tradicion castellana con el jazz contemporaneo y otras influencias
como la clasica, la electronica o el rock, dando lugar a un lenguaje personal, liricoy
ritmicamente vibrante. En los Gltimos anos, Garcia ha vivido una etapa de gran creativi-
dad con proyectos como Beata Viscera, junto al coro de la NDR, donde combina mdsica
vocal renacentista e improvisacion jazzistica, con actuaciones previstas en la Filarmo-
nica de Berlin.

Born in Salamanca in 1983, he grew up in a family of musicians and studied at
the Conservatorio Superior de Castillay Leon before obtaining a scholarship to Berklee
College of Music (Boston), where he was a disciple of Danilo Pérez, who had a decisive
influence on his artistic development.

His music fuses Castilian tradition with contemporary jazz and other influences such as
classical, electronic and rock, giving rise to a personal, lyrical and rhythmically vibrant
language. In recent years, Garcia has enjoyed a period of great creativity with projects
such as Beata Viscera, alongside the NDR choir, where he combines Renaissance vocal
music and jazz improvisation, with performances planned at the Berlin Philharmonic.
He also has a duo with double bassist Pablo Martin Caminero and another with Swiss
singer Andreas Schaerer, exploring improvisation and spontaneity. In 2026, he will
present The Shape of Fire, a sextet with leading European musicians, and release his
first solo piano album, a reinterpretation of the format inspired by the hero’s journey.
With this, Daniel Garcia reaffirms his position as one of the most creative and restless
figures in European jazz today.

EME EME PROJECT es una de las formaciones mas originales y prometedoras del nuevo
jazz contemporaneo espanol. Liderado por la flautista y compositora Marta Mansilla, el
quinteto fusiona jazz moderno, neo soul, R&B y hip-hop desde una perspectiva profun-
damente personal, situando la flauta como voz principal dentro de un universo sonoro
urbanoy elegante.

(Bremen), Jazzaldia (San Sebastian),
Festival de Jazz de Vitoria, o Las Noches del Botanico (Madrid), compartiendo cartel con
figuras internacionales como Robert Glasper, Alfa Mist o Chano Dominguez.

Ganadores del Premio Clinton al Mejor Grupo Nacional de Jazz (2023) y finalistas en los
Premios MIN y Amazon Music al Mejor Album de Jazz, el grupo se consolida como una
propuesta imprescindible dentro del nuevo panorama del jazz espanol.

Tras su debut Pacemaker (2022), presentan su segundo trabajo Mutatis Mutandis (2025),
una obra que refleja madurez, riesgo y una blisqueda constante de identidad sonora.

Their
sound, reminiscent of artists such as Robert Glasper, Hiatus Kaiyote, and Erykah Badu,
maintains its own unique style that focuses on emotion, beauty, and connection with
the audience. Since its creation in 2020, EME EME PROJECT has given more than 80
concerts at leading festivals and venues such as Jazzahead! (Bremen), Jazzaldia (San
Sebastian), Vitoria Jazz Festival, and Las Noches del Botanico (Madrid), sharing the bill
with international figures such as Robert Glasper, Alfa Mist, and Chano Dominguez.
Winners of the Clinton Award for Best National Jazz Group (2023) and finalists in the
MIN and Amazon Music Awards for Best Jazz Album, the group has established itself
as an essential part of the new Spanish jazz scene. Following their debut Pacemaker
(2022), they present their second album Mutatis Mutandis (2025), a work that reflects
maturity, risk-taking, and a constant search for sonic identity.

He later
released Noneto (2019) and Espacios (2024), the latter a semi-finalist in the MIN Awards
for Best Jazz Album, consolidating his creative maturity. He holds a Higher Degree in
Jazz Trumpet from the Seville Conservatory (Extraordinary End of Degree Award) and a
Master’s Degree in Music Research from the Virtual University of Valencia.

He has collaborated with artists such as Rita Payés, Salvador Sobral, David Murray and
Guillermo McGill, and with groups such as Classijazz Big Band and Andalucia Big Band.
He has also worked on soundtracks nominated for the Goya and Carmen Awards along-
side Paloma Penarrubia. Since 2024, he has been a professor at the ELCAMM Higher
Conservatory of Jazz in Malaga. A versatile and multidisciplinary artist, he combines
performance, composition and research within the Spanish jazz scene.

The band brings together five outstanding saxophonists —Antonio Gonzalez, Tete Leal,
Enrique Oliver, Ramon Cardo and Sergio Albacete— along with Pablo Mazuecos (piano),
Bori Albero (double bass) and José Luis Gomez (drums). Their approach combines tech-
nical precision, virtuosity and swing, with a strong educational and artistic component.

Supersax Clasijazz does not limit itself to reproducing the classics, but reinterprets
Parker’s legacy with its own character, becoming an Andalusian benchmark that fuses
tradition and modernity. Through concerts and educational activities, the group pro-
motes jazz and saxophone section work, establishing itself as one of the most relevant
and demanding initiatives on the current jazz scene.

The Tarragona-born pianist Xavi Torres is one of the most prominent figures in Euro-
pean jazz today. His imaginative and rhythmically powerful music blends Mediterra-
nean roots, classical influences and South American rhythms.

Trained in classical music and jazz, he has won awards such as the Dutch Jazz Competi-
tion, the Getxo Best Soloist and the Keep an Eye Award, and was a finalist in the Thelo-
nious Monk Jazz Competition in 2018. He has released six albums as a leader, including
Quarantena Songs (2020), which was conceived during lockdown and recorded with
Spanish and Dutch rhythm sections.

His dual training in jazz and classical piano — developed between Barcelona and
Amsterdam — defines an open and contemporary musical identity. He has collabora-
ted with artists such as Miguel Zenon, Seamus Blake, Jorge Rossy and Tineke Postma,

and composed for ensembles such as FUSE and the Dudok String Quartet, establishing
himself as a unique voice in European jazz.
